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Item 8.01 Other Events.

On July 1, 2016, certain officers and directors of The Chemours Company (“Chemours”) disclosed dispositions of Chemours securities through Form 4
filings with the Securities and Exchange Commission. The dispositions were related to investments under deferred compensation benefit plans of E. I. du
Pont de Nemours and Company (“DuPont”) that the reporting persons participated in when they were employees or directors of DuPont. Following
Chemours’ separation from DuPont on July 1, 2015, Chemours stock remained as an investment option under the DuPont plans until June 30, 2016. On
June 30, 2016, the reporting persons’ investments were automatically allocated to other investment options according to the terms of the DuPont plans. The
reporting persons did not sell shares of Chemours stock as part of these transactions.
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
